SUBJECT: PETITION TO VACATE, RE: RIGHT OF WAY
OLD COUNTY ROAD/B.S.E. CONSULTANTS/APAC-SOUTHEAST - DISTRICT 4
DEPT/OFFICE: PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT - SURVEYING SECTION

Requested Action:

It is requested that the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) conduct a public hearing fo consider vacating
a portion of Old County Road in Section 19, Townships 26 South, Range 37 East. If approved, it is requested
that the Board authorize the Chairman to sign the attached Resolution approving the vacating.

Summary Explanation & Background:

Florida Statutes, Section 336.09 and Brevard County Article II, Section 86-36, provide a method to the
Board of County Commissioners to vacate and abandon unused rights-of-way and easements.

The petitioners request the Board of County Commissioners vacate a portion of an Old County Read (Old Dixie
Highway). The petitioners would like to reconstruct and expand the existing office trailer on the property and
would also like to construct a sewer lift station for the asphalt plant. The existing right of way is in conflict
with the proposed improvements, and as a condition based on approval of the site plan, the right of way must
be vacated. Therefore, the petitioners have requested the BOCC vacate a portion of the right of way.

On July 8, 2010, the legal notice was advertised in Florida TODAY informing the public of the dafe a public
hearing would be held to consider the vacating. All pertinent county agencies and public utility companies have
been notified. At this time, no objections have been received. The property is located in Central Brevard,
northerly of Pineda Causeway and westerly of U.S. Highway 1. There have been other vacatings in this
particular area.

Fiscal Impact: The petitioners are charged $640 for processing, advertising, and recording costs associated
with the vacating of @ county right-of-way or easement. These fees are deposited in Fund 0002-30265-
3699000, revenue account for vacatings. The petitioners would incur an increase in property taxes generated
from the right-of-way being vacated. This action is in keeping with the County's efforts to create cooperative
partnerships between County Government and its citizenry. No additional funding will be requested for next
year's budget (FY2010).
