*Russell Minton arrived after the meeting was called to order, and as indicated below.

Charles Nash was not present due to a previous obligation (as noted at the June 6, 2006, meeting).

Staff Members Present:  Steve Borowski, Valkaria Airport Manager; Morris Richardson, Assistant County Attorney; and Pamela Barrett, Administrative Assistant, County Manager’s Office.

I.  CALL TO ORDER

Dan Faden called the meeting to order at approximately 7:03 p.m., and indicated that the first order of business is to approve the December 7, 2005, minutes.

II. REVIEW/APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES, DECEMBER 7, 2005
Del Yonts indicated that he has several items he would like corrected with the minutes.  He indicated that there is no “u” in his last name, and there are several members listed at the beginning of the minutes were not present when the meeting was called to order.  He said he doesn’t believe that they should be listed as present.  He added that those people were:  Bill Baer, Morris Richardson, and Ken Rivard.  He said that after the motion was seconded by Robert Doucette, he feels that the minutes should reflect that a discussion ensued, and then show that Morris Richardson arrived at the meeting.  He added that the minutes should also reflect that there was more discussion regarding the fact that agenda packages were missing, and the “meeting cancelled” wording on the web site.  He said that the minutes should also reflect approximately when Bill Baer and Ken Rivard arrived at the meeting.

Robert Doucette said that believe that the sunshine law was not followed as the agenda for tonight’s meeting was not published in the newspaper.  
Following further discussion on the topic, Morris Richardson said that the subject matter of a meeting and the agenda are two different issues.  He said that the subject matter is Valkaria Airport Advisory Board meeting, and he has reviewed case law and the attorney general’s opinion, and while it is recommended that an agenda be published, it is not required to be published at all.  He indicated again that the Board can move forward with the meeting, and he added that that he would be happy to discuss this matter further with any of the Board members now, or later.  He added that advertising a subject matter does not mean an agenda.  Mr. Richardson further stated that the Board can add issues onto the agenda for discussion that weren’t part of the published agenda, if an advanced agenda is published.

*Russell Minton arrived at approximately 7:12 p.m.

Dan Faden called for a motion on the approval of the December 7, 2006, minutes with the noted changes mentioned by Mr. Yonts.  Robert Griffin motioned for approval, seconded by Milo Zonka, and the motioned passed with a 9:1 vote.  Robert Doucette voted nay.

III.  ELECTION OF NEW OFFICERS

After the nominations of both Dan Faden and Milo Zonka for Chairman, Mr. Zonka was named Chairman by a 7:3 vote.  Del Yonts, Robert Doucette and Dan Faden voted nay.  

After the nominations of both Robert Griffin and Russell Minton, Mr. Minton was named Vice-Chairman by a 7:3 vote.  Del Yonts, Russell Minton and Dan Faden voted nay.

IV.  AIRPORT MANAGER’S STATUS REPORT & DISCUSSION ITEMS

Chairman Zonka asked the Airport Manger for his status report at this time.

A.  FAA INFORMAL COMPLAINT – LEASE OF LAND
Steve Borowski said that in reference to the N19EZ informal complaint against the airport, the FAA had sent a letter to the County, and he would like to pass copies of that letter out to the Board members, which states their position about the informal complaint.  He allowed the Board a few moments to read through the letter.

Del Yonts asked if this is the appropriate time for anyone to declare a conflict of interest on this issue.

Morris Richardson said that if anyone had a conflict, they would declare that before it is opened up for discussion.

Joseph McClure declared a conflict of interest regarding this issue.

Morris Richardson said that there really isn’t a conflict here because no action is being taken on this issue, as it is being brought up for informational purposes only.  He said that he doesn’t believe that a conflict form would need to be filled out because there will not be a vote on this issue, but he will look into that.

Steve Borowski indicated that the subject letter from FAA indicates that the airport does comply, and they have had discussion with the N19EZ Corporation, and they have agreed to not file a formal complaint at this time pending the progress and outcome of the master plan update.

Chairman Zonka asked Mr. Borowski for a status report on the master plan update.

B.  MASTER PLAN UPDATE
Steve Borowski said that the County Commission directed them to contract with the Florida Institute of Technology to update the master plan, and the terms and conditions of this pending contract is currently being worked on and discussed with the legal counsel, and all the Board members should have received a copy of the scope of services.  He said that the plan includes working papers, coordination meetings, and public meetings, and each time one of the five working papers comes out, a copy will be sent to the Valkaria Airport Advisory Board as soon as the County receives them, and then this Board can do with them what they wish.

Chairman Zonka asked Mr. Borowski to explain the timing of the working papers.

Steve Borowski indicated that the notice to proceed is the biggest issue, and once FIT gets the notice to proceed, there are approximate dates of when each working paper should be released.  He said that as an example, working paper number one should be done in approximately eight weeks from the notice to proceed date.

Chairman Zonka asked the Board if there were any questions regarding the scope of services.

Andy Pedersen said that the scope of services indicates that there would be five working papers, with public input, but as you read further through the text, it stops at working paper three, and appears to omit working papers four and five, and he asked if that is intentional, or just an oversight.

After much discussion regarding the working papers, the public meetings, and the absence of meetings four and five, the Board agreed to give staff direction to get a clarification on the discrepancy in the scope of services regarding the number of working papers and public meetings.
Chairman Zonka asked if there will be a website for the master plan update, and can the Board members receive a copy of the final scope of services once it is agreed upon.

Steve Borowski said yes.

Andy Pedersen said that he feels that there should be a meeting after each working paper is released so the Board can discuss their views on each paper.  He added that he also feels that someone should look at all the references to “sponsor” and “representatives of sponsor” in the scope of services so that it is clear who is who.  He said that he would assume that the Board of County Commissioners is the sponsor.

Morris Richardson said that is correct, and county staff would be the representatives of the sponsor.

Andy Pedersen said that in reference to Task 5.4 in the scope of services, it indicates that they would be getting public input from several groups of people, and he wonders if limited input from select groups of people is enough.

Morris Richardson said that the way it has been explained to him is they are going to have ongoing public input, with an understandable limit to public meetings, but they will also have a website where anyone can comment at anytime during this whole process.  He said that there would be continuous public input and feedback.

Dan Faden said that this area is unique, and the public input will be available on the internet, but he believes that the immediate neighbor’s input should carry more weight, as the outcome of this plan would impact them the most.

Andy Pedersen said that he believes that community is generic enough to include everyone.

Dan Faden said that he feels that the immediate neighbor’s of the airport and the general public, at large, should be divided somewhat.

Frank Gallahger asked Mr. Faden if the public involvement program on page two satisfy what he is asking for, which does include the public meetings.

Morris Richardson said that this type of issue could certainly be mentioned to the consultant, but they are the experts, and they would probably be making the logical determination that input from the local neighbors is going to carry more weight than someone from further away that might never visit the airport.

Chairman Zonka said that as far as the webpage input is concerned, maybe they could have a something like a box to check if they are an immediate neighbor.

Steve Borowski said that the scope of services indicates that the public input would be in accordance with the FAA Public Input Handbook (PIP), as well as the County’s Metropolitan Planning Organization public input guidelines.

Del Yonts said that with regards to getting public input, he feels that maybe the representatives of the sponsor should include one or two members of the community, and one or two members who are pilots, who could attend the coordination meetings.  He added that maybe they could just be present to listen and not participate.  He said that if you read about what the public meetings are about, they are just to present the information, they are not taking input at the public meetings.

Chairman Zonka said that he believes that the public meetings are going to be geared more towards a presentation by the consultant, and then there would be an opportunity for questions and answers.  He asked Mr. Borowski is that is a correct assumption.

Steve Borowski said that he asked Dr. Barker to give him some definition of what is involved in the public input process, as it relates to the scope of services, and he provided a thumbnail sketch of what will be involved.  He explained that the public meetings would be conducted to discuss each of the five working papers, and to gather public input.  He added that all the public comments will be summarized and reported to the county, and also available to the public on the webpage.

Chairman Zonka asked if there would be a final meeting after the five working papers.

Steve Borowski said that this Board will have the opportunity to send any comments you have to the sponsor, which is the Board of County Commissioners.

Andy Pedersen said that he doesn’t necessarily agree with that.  He said that he feels that the county is looking to this advisory board to provide information and guidance on what should be done.  He added that if this advisory board sees something that is not right, they have the responsibility to point it out.

Chairman Zonka said that he believe that what Mr. Pedersen is saying is that as each of these working papers is published, does this advisory board want to have a meeting to discuss each one.  He added that it wouldn’t be a forum to reject or deny any of the working papers, but it would just be their opinion as a board.

Del Yonts said that he knows that the County Commission has said in the past that the Valkaria Airport Advisory Board would not be necessarily responsible to review each section, and come forward with a recommendation.  He added that he is not saying that the advisory board shouldn’t meet, because he believes that they should.

Ken Rivard said that it wasn’t until just recently that this board was allowed to comment on other items anyway.

Morris Richardson said that what he is hearing here is that some of the members would be interested in holding special meetings to make comments on the working papers as a unified board.  He added that there is nothing stopping this board from holding special meetings.

Russell Minton said that he is under the impression that the Board of County Commissioners is looking for this board’s advice on how the master plan should be put together.

Joseph McClure said that he feels that it would be important for the overall master plan to have this board’s advice made available to the County Commission.

Russell Minton said that he feels that this board should hammer out the details on the master plan and present their suggestions to the County Commission.

Andy Pedersen said that he believes that would be feedback that would go to the consultant rather than County Commission.

Chairman Zonka said that all opinions will be seen when each working paper is presented, and he asked the board members if they want to have meetings to discuss the working papers in the form of special meetings or workshops.

Morris Richardson said that the board can direct staff to schedule special meetings, but dates won’t be known until the process begins and working papers are published.

Del Yonts said that on task 2.4, states that the Brevard County Comprehensive Plan will be looked at because the pilots will take off and fly immediately north over the Town of Malabar.  He said that he believes that they need to look at their Comprehensive Plan, and not just Brevard County’s Comprehensive Plan.  He added that if Grant and Valkaria do end up incorporating, then their Comprehensive Plan should be looked at as well.  He said that in task 7.3, where it talks about the long term phase, it says 2017 he believes that it should be 2026.

Dan Faden asked who would be updating the website through this process.

Steve Borowski said that there is a person in the County’s Information Systems Office that runs the website.  He added that there is a new Valkaria Airport webpage which just has general information on it now.
Chairman Zonka asked about the logo at the top of the page.

Steve Borowski said that it was a Valkaria Airport logo from a long time ago, which he found as he searched through the old files at the airport.  He added that on the Valkaria Airport webpage there will be three boxes at the bottom of the page, and one is an activities button, which will list any current activities happening at the airport, and one button will say something like “Master Plan Update”.  

Dan Faden said that when the working papers electronically come out, he would hope that they are posted by FIT in enough time for public meetings be scheduled.

Steve Borowski said that the County’s webpage has three or four people that keep it updated.  He added that all of the comments and input forms will be placed on the webpage, and when each working paper comes out, it would be forwarded to the Valkaria board members and placed on the website immediately.

Ken Rivard asked if it would be possible to put the advisory board members names and contact information on the webpage, as well as any upcoming meetings, and minutes of past meetings once they are approved.

Steve Borowski said that he thinks that would be beneficial.
Chairman Zonka said that he feels that having a member’s contact information on the webpage should be optional.  He added that most probably won’t want their email addresses on there.

Del Yonts said that his biggest concern with this webpage is that the most up to date information won’t be posted on there in enough time.

Chairman Zonka said to recap this Board’s issues tonight with the scope of services, he said that the first is the discrepancies with the number of working papers and that public meetings four and five need to emulate one through three; the Board would like to encourage the ability to identify people who give feedback that live in Malabar, Valkaria and Grant; and also include any adjacent communities’ Comprehensive Plans in task 2.4; and amended the long term phase in task 7.3 from 2017 to 2026.  He asked the Board if that is all that was discussed tonight.

Dan Faden said that he would like to note that Dr. Barker indicated that the public meetings would be a two way street, and he feels that his email should be included in the scope of work. 

Steve Borowski said that would be fine, but they may come back and say that what is in that email is the same thing they would be doing in accordance with the FDOT and Brevard County PIP programs for public input.

Andy Pedersen asked when the advisory board members would see the public comments that are coming in.

Morris Richardson said that all of the public comments woudl be posted on the website.

Andy Pedersen said that if they are going to make recommendations as a group, to FIT or the Board of County Commissioners, he feels that it would be important to see the comments coming in from the public.

Del Yonts said that in task 5.6 it states that the consultant will confer with the sponsor to select a series of recommended development alternatives for the airport, and then it talks about a single development alternative.  He said that he wonders if they would present all the alternatives or just one, because he would like to know what all the other alternatives are, rather than just the one they end up choosing.

Frank Gallagher said that he believes that is included in task 5.9.

Del Yonts agreed that that might be what he is talking about, but he just wanted to make sure the board members are going to know all of the alternatives, and if it is covered in task 5.9, he is fine with that.

Del Yonts motioned for approval to pass along the issues that were discussed tonight regarding the scope of services, which was summarized by Chairman Zonka.  Dan Faden seconded the motion.
Chairman Zonka asked if there were any public comments at this time on this issue.

V.  PUBLIC COMMENT
Janice Walters said that there are a lot of items in the scope of services that are necessarily appropriate for Valkaria Airport, and she feels that there are a lot of things that FIT is asking the County to pay for that Valkaria Airport will not need.  She added that she has various problems with items 2.6; 3.2, 4.1 through 4.5, and 6.7.  She said that the County is being asked to buy a lot of stuff in this scope of services that the airport will not need, and she feels that it is not a wise use of the County’s or FDOT’s money.  She added that she would hope that in future meetings, and before the contract is signed, that everyone can discuss and refine the scope of services to something more appropriate to the job.  She said that FIT isn’t going to refine the scope of services on their own because they aren’t competing with anyone for the work.

Curt Lorenc said that no where on the agenda does it have a place for discussion other than the airport manager’s status report and discussion items.  He added that when the board has items that are extremely important, like the master plan, the agenda should have room for public comment before there is any motion or second made by the board members.  He said that there are a lot of good ideas that come from the public, and it would be in everyone’s best interest to allow the public to speak.  He added that he disagrees with Mr. Richardson’s previous opinion on this particular subject, as the public might want to speak on other issues.  He said that he doesn’t see where Mr. Richardson gets to set policy for this particular advisory board.

Chairman Zonka said that he is acting based on the opinions he is hearing here tonight, and he is following policy and running the meeting, and he believes that he is complying with allowing public input.

Mike Whaley said that he feels that the County is getting a master plan update at a cost that is far lower than they would be able to get from any other consultant.  He added that the idea that they are paying extra for items is just not true.  He said that he also doesn’t believe that this update is all aimed at allowing commercial activities just because they will look at the economics of the area.  He added that any airport is part of an integrated system, and it is very appropriate to look at all the things listed in the scope of services.  He said that all the comments being made about being outraged about this process doesn’t change the fact that the County Commission has already said that this is not an effort to bring in commercial activity, and everybody here knows that.  He added that he feels that they are getting a very good value for the money, and he is sure that may other people also feel that way especially the pilots and aviation people who actually know how the FAA works, which is unlike the people who seem to be fighting this tooth and nail.  He said that he is thankful that this is update going to be done, and the public should have input, and the thought that FIT is a group of bad people is just not the case here.  He added that FIT could have charged the County three times the amount they are charging, and they still would have been under a lot of other consultants’ fees.  He added that having a master plan doesn’t mean they are going to allow commercial jets, and he feels that people should come up with valid arguments which are based on facts.

Chairman Zonka asked if everyone could keep the discussion related to the issues at hand, and that would be beneficial to everyone here tonight.

Mr. Newman said that although the terms are well defined in the text, he would suggest that a glossary of terms be added to the final document.  He added that he is specifically referring to the word “stakeholders”.

Frank Gallagher said that anyone can refer to the advisory circular, which would answer a lot of those types of questions.

Lynda Mason said that planes fly over her home all the time, and there are a lot of points in the scope of services that are inconsistent with the motion made by the County Commission to pass the master plan update.  She added that she doesn’t feel that it is so much the money that is being spent, it is more an issue of preventing confusion.  She said that the people that are actually doing this update are students, and also people that may not necessarily be as experienced as others who have written master plans before.  She added that she feels that the scope of services should be clear to prevent any confusion about what they are supposed to be doing.

John Carpenter said that he has some experience in writing contracts, and this particular scope of work is just an outline or framework towards a final product.  He said that there will be several public meetings to further refine what the scope of the final plan is going to be.  He added that this is not the contract, and it is not the letter of the law.

Christine Whaley asked if the last statement in the first paragraph of the scope of services outlines everything that FIT is required to do.  She asked if they are really adding extra things here, or are they just following what the FAA requires they do.

Chairman Zonka said the he believes that each of the tasks that are broken out in the scope of services has allocated time to what they think needs to be addressed.

Frank Gallagher said that he feels that FIT is following FAA guidelines very strictly, based upon the tasks listed.  He said that as you read through the tasks you will notice that a lot of them are not applicable to this airport at all, and the guidelines that were used are general and some could apply to airports like JFK or Chicago.  He said that he feels that they pick up what was applicable based on the airport’s size and usage.

Chairman Zonka asked if there were any other public comments, and seeing none, he brought the motion on the floor back to the Board for a vote.

Del Yonts said that since he made the motion he would like to comment on a couple of things that were mentioned during public comments.  He said that on task 6.7, where it talks about the property map, he said that is a property requirement.  He added that on task 4.1, where it talks about an abbreviated analysis, that is something that will not take much time, and he feels that they will be covered adequately.  He said that he likes the glossary idea, but he is not sure it needs to be added to the scope of services, but he would like to amend the motion to add that a glossary of terms for the general public be available on the website, or be available as a link from the Valkaria Airport webpage.  He said he believes that the contract will be based on the scope of services, and if is states there are four meetings, and the Board wants five, then they may have to pay more money, so he feels that needs to be defined a little better.  He added that when the Board of County Commissioners made their motion to move forward with the master plan update, the motion included several things that are not to be considered, and he asked where those items are listed so time is not spent on them by the consultant.

Morris Richardson said that the consultant has the clear directive from the Board of County Commissioners on what is expected of them, and what the end result is not to include.  He added that what you don’t do in a process like this is start with an end result, and then try to reverse engineer to get to that.  He explained that the consultant has to go through their research, and public input, and they do have the Board’s direction as to what they will approve, and what they won’t approve.  He added that you won’t see specifics like what you are talking about in a scope of work, but the consultant has to go through their process.

Del Yonts said that he remembers that there were five items that were not to be included in their process, and if those are left open in the scope of work, and discussed throughout the process, it could create a problem.

Chairman Zonka said that if this board holds special meetings, those are items that they can offer up their opinion on if they do come up.

Morris Richardson explained that the scope of services was tailored to comply with FDOT guidelines for doing this kind of update.

Del Yonts indicated that previous master plans included a terminal for passengers, and that is something that is not wanted for this airport, but it still showed up on the master plan.

Frank Gallagher said that he believes that everyone here is on the same side with relation to what is wanted for the airport.

Andy Pedersen asked how the desires of the County Commissioners’ were communicated to FIT, and would he be able to see a copy of that.

Chairman Zonka said that it was included in the motion by the County Commission.

Del Yonts said that he feels those items not to be included should be listed on the website somewhere.

Dan Faden seconded the revised motion on the floor, and it was passed unanimously.

Chairman Zonka indicated that the motion is to include the following:  Account for the discrepancies of the number of meetings, specifically working pagers four and five; when getting neighbors opinions, they would like the responses from the residents of Grant, Valkaria and Grant identified; to include the consideration of the Comprehensive Plan’s of all adjacent towns; amend the long term phase of the master plan to 2026; insure that there is two-way communication between the public and the consultant and staff; and make available to the public a glossary of terms.  He called for a vote on the motion, as stated, and it was passed unanimously.

Russell Minton asked if they could, as an advisory board, write an opening statement of what they are trying to accomplish here.

Chairman Zonka said that he believes they should leave themselves some flexibility.  He added that as an advisory board, they can only offer recommendations, they can’t really act.  He said that he would like the Board to further discuss the issue that was brought up earlier about having special meetings that would coincide with the publication of each of the working papers.  He asked the Board if they would like to meet before the public meetings, or after them.

Del Yonts said that is would be nice to have their meetings before the public meetings, but at the same time, if the Board members don’t hear the public presentations, then they might misunderstand what they are wanting.  He added that he feels it would be better to have their meetings after the public meetings.

The Board agreed as a whole.

Steve Borowski asked Mr. Zonka if that means staff will get direction from him as to when they Board should have these meetings.

Chairman Zonka said yes, and he would like to see that there is some time in between when they will hold the meetings.

V.  PUBLIC COMMENT (CONTINUED)
Chairman Zonka called for public comment at this time.

Lynda Mason said that she believes that everyone should keep their comments to the point and based on facts, as we all have to work together to find common ground.  She added that as far as the tropical garden is concerned, it was suggested that Dr. Brown would plant a tropical garden at the airport, and the fact is that he deals with non-native, invasive plants from around the world.  She said that this area is very environmentally sensitive, and putting non-native, invasive plants into a native habitat could present a risk.  She added that she feels that they would be better off if they stick with native plants.  She said that she would also like to suggest that the plantings be done by local citizens or maybe even a group of children.  

Curt Lorenc asked if the new board members could introduce themselves, because he sees a few new members.  He also said that on December 7, 2005, there was a meeting called, and then cancelled because of a possible sunshine law violation, and at no time were the items listed on that December agenda removed or carried forward to another agenda.  He added that he would like to know what the status is on those items.  He said that one item that was on that agenda that he feels needs to be heard deals with the hanger leases.  He added that a gentleman came before the County Commission and claimed that for approximately three years he couldn’t get a hanger, but when that issue was actually looked into, he occupied hanger #28.  He said that he doesn’t believe that the proper procedure was followed for him getting into that hanger, and he feels that this advisory board should look into the correct procedure for hanger leases.

Janice Walters said that this board has approved the minutes from the September 6, 2005, meeting, and maybe those should be taken care of next time.  She added that when she served on this board, they passed a five-year Capitol Improvement Plan in 2000 or 2001, which has not yet been completed, and there are still some things that need to move forward in that plan.  She said that the airplane being used on the new Valkaria Airport webpage is the old Valkaria Aviation Association logo which was used by a group of pilots at the airport.  She added that she strongly objects to the existing logo being identified with the Valkaria Airport.

Steve Borowski said that he was told that it may be an old EAA logo.

Mike Whaley said that he agrees with what Ms. Mason said regarding the tropical gardens being planted by local community members, and he too feels that it should be planted with natural vegetation.  He added that he believes that the logo being talked about was a very old Sun-n-Fun logo, and personally he thinks it’s a good logo.

Leroy Rogers said that he has been coming to a lot of these meetings, and he believes that this is the smoothest and nicest run meeting he has ever been to.

Mr. Newman said that he would suggest that maybe the tropical gardens could be done by Eagle Scouts.

Chairman Zonka asked if there was anyone else with comments, and seeing none, he closed the meeting to public comments.

Del Yonts said that he was also curious about the items that were on the December agenda, and he asked if they would be brought back in the future.

Morris Richardson said that the bulk of those items on that previous agenda will be addressed as a result of the County Commission asking the airport manager to come back with a report on the safety issues at the airport.  He added that any board member can direct staff to place any of the other issues back on a future agenda.
Del Yonts said that if there is anything that was on that agenda, that didn’t get addressed, he would like to see it on the next agenda.

Chairman Zonka read through the items that were on the December 2005 agenda, which included:  Hanger and tie-down leases recommended improvements; habitat maintenance (Scrub Jays); and the following discussion items; airport fencing problems, FDOT airport inspection failure, fuel tank safety requirements, FAA & FDOT runway 14/32 & G Legal Issue, and N19EZ law suit.  He said that he can see where most of those items will be handled by the safety report, but there are a couple of them that would need to be brought back to the next meeting.

Del Yonts asked if the habitat maintenance issue should be put back on an agenda, or was that just for informational purposes.

Steve Borowski said that the County now has a person who can write a prescribed burn, which will take place in the March and April dry season.

Del Yonts asked if the Board could get an update on that item until the prescribed burn takes place.

Chairman Zonka reminded the Board members that if they have special meetings to discuss the master plan, they will be held to discuss the issue of the master plan, and no other issues.

Del Yonts said that while the Board could bring back the five-year capitol improvement plan discussion he believes that the information contained in that should be forwarded to the folks doing the master plan update, rather than the Board trying to move that forward while a master plan update is being written.

Chairman Zonka asked Mr. Borowski if he could put his hands on that capitol improvement plan document for him.
Del Yonts said that he would like to suggest that they work on another logo for the Valkaria Airport that isn’t affiliated with anything else.  He said that he would put that into a motion if he has to.

Andy Pedersen seconded the motion.

Steve Borowski asked the Board members to send him their suggestions for a new logo.

Chairman Zonka said that he believes that the Board could be creative with this.

Del Yonts asked if he could add to the motion that the existing logo could be taken off the webpage.

Chairman Zonka asked for public comments on this motion, and seeing none, he brought the item back to the Board.  The motion passed unanimously.

Del Yonts said that he would like to also recommend that the Board allow public comments on all issues brought before them.

Andy Pedersen said that if this Board is going to have an additional five meetings following the public meetings, he would like to see a reasonable amount of notice be given to both the Board members.

Chairman Zonka said that he believes that they can certainly publish the dates far enough in advance of the upcoming meetings.

Andy Pedersen said that he has heard two different references; one to the Board’s policy, and one the by-laws, and he wonders if there are some guidelines for the Board to follow here.

Morris Richardson said that resolution #98-148 created this board, and it has all that information in it.  He added that he would be happy to forward a copy to all the members.

Dan Faden said that he would agree that the tropical garden needs to have non-invasive plants, and that the Board shouldn’t make motions before any public comments are received.

Ken Rivard said that he feels there should be a limitation placed on public comments.

Chairman Zonka said that he believes that five minutes is pretty customary.

Morris Richardson said that typically each public speaker is given three minutes.
